1.1 This Planning Statement has been prepared on behalf of Rok Development and PLA
to accompany their outline planning application for the development of the Cattle
Market site in Yeovil Town Centre for a mixed use scheme. All matters except for
access are reserved.

1.2 This site is identified within the Adopted South Somerset Local Plan (2006) as part of
the defined Development Area and Town Centre Area of Yeovil. A development
brief has been prepared and adopted for the wider area which identifies the site for
mixed use redevelopment. The principles of the development brief have framed the
design of the proposed development within this application.

1.3 The application proposes the development of the site for a mixture of uses
comprising residential (C3 of the use classes order), a nursing home (C2 of the use
Classes order) sheltered accommodation (C3 of the use classes order), retail (A1 of
the use classes order), public realm and ancillary development along wit
associated infrastructure and access works. An illustrative master plan has been
submitted which demonstrates the potential capacity of the site as well as setting
the broad parameters for future development. The site plan is included in appendix
1 and the indicative master plan is included within appendix 2.

1.4 The indicative master plan proposals demonstrate that there is sufficient capacity
within the site to accommodate around 164 residential units (comprising a mixture
of flats and townhouses) and 40 sheltered housing units. An element of affordable
housing will be provided - the extent of which will depend on policy, need and the
financial viability of the scheme. In addition a nursing home (C2) comprising 30
beds and 24 exira care units and 625 sq.m of commercial floorspace can be
provided including 521 sq.m for retail purposes and 104 sq.m for a café. In addition
the proposals would also provide in the order of 5,650 sq.m of public realm.

1.5 This Planning Statement is submitted along with a number of other supporting
documents including a Design & Access Statement, an Environmental Statement, a
Statement of Community Involvement, a Transport Assessment and a Flood Risk
Assessment.
